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New Neighborhood Sparks
Upon analysis of the existing land uses in 
South End, we identified several potential 
new neighborhood centers.  By focusing 
streetscape and infrastructure improvements, 
plus adding community centers and other 
amenities to these cores, the new 
neighborhood centers become “sparks” for 
infill development.  The spark draws new 
development, leading to more development in 
the areas surrounding the spark.

New Commercial Spark
At the request of local residents, 
this former commercial district 
will be redeveloped as a link to 
Downtown East St. Louis

New Satellite Park
This existing park will be 
enlarged and renovated to 
include a picnic shelter, 
community center, basketball 
courts and playground 
equipment

Open Space
This currently 

vacant space will 
contain a vegetative 
buffer to screen the 

views of the railroad 
and industrial zone 
to the southwest of 

the community, plus 
community gardens 

for residents to 
plant flowers and 

vegetables
